It is important that no talented player is 
excluded because of financial circumstances, to which end the Friends of NCYO work to raise 
funds for the orchestra and all its members. 
  
For the 2011 -12 season NCYO will be inviting back guest conductors.

We expect players to be grade 6 standard and above.  You do not need to have passed 
the exam; we will give you an audition on your teacher’s recommendation

Players will need to be available for all rehearsals and additional performance dates, details of 
which can be found on the website events calendar on www.fncyo.org  
 
How much does it cost? 
 
Membership   £350 per annum 
Student Membership  £180 per annum 
Family Membership  (available on request) 
 
Membership includes the cost of both residential courses and all rehearsals. There are bursaries 
on application for families in receipt of working tax credits (where annual taxable income is below 
£15,000.00), income support, free school meals or income based job seekers allowance. All 
players are entitled to pay membership in instalments. Further details will be sent to you on 
application.  It is important that no student should be deterred from applying due to financial 
difficulties and we can advise on grants and scholarships by request. 
 
Auditions will be held on 7 and 8 July 2011. Players will need to play a piece of their own 
choice and will be given an orchestral excerpt at the audition.  An accompanist can be 
provided on request.
